Group Chapter Project

Presenting a Review on a Chapter

Your group has been assigned chapter _____.

Day 1:

1.  The group needs to determine the major topics/key concepts for the chapter.  

2.  The group needs to identify common mistakes/errors that students make with each of these key concepts.

3.  Start planning what each person’s responsibilities will be in the presentation.  EVERYONE must speak.

4.  Decide if you will be writing on the board and/or creating your own Power Point lesson.

5.  Show me proof by the end of class that your group has done the all of the above.

Day 2:
1.  The group must come up with examples of the key concepts.  They cannot be the same ones that are used as examples in the book.

2.  Determine whom will present each problem.  All steps must be shown (either by hand or by the computer) and they must be explained.

3.  The group should continue to work on how the lesson will be presented.  If the group decides to create a hand out, create that today.

4.  Start working on a short Daily Quiz for your chapter (5 – 10 problems).

5.  The group will be responsible for the answer key and for grading the class’s DQ for the chapter.  Determine how you want to grade your DQ.  On your answer key describe how you graded (what counted for partial credit, how many points each…etc).

6.  Show me proof by the end of class that the group has done all of the above for Day 2.

Day 3:
1.  If the group created a hand out, you’ll need to finish that up.  33 copies will be needed.

2.  Put the final touches on the group’s presentation.  (Present key concepts, warn about common mistakes, work examples and explain.)  Everyone has to speak.  There should not be one main ring leader…everyone is equal.

3.  The daily quiz is neatly written or typed and the answer key is made.

4.  Practice your presentation quietly.

5.  The group is ready!

6.  Show me proof by the end of class that the group has done all of the above for Day 3.
