· A finished product to be presented.  You and your group will demonstrate your game, and involve the class in playing it during your presentation.

· Your game must not include violence or any unacceptable or inappropriate aspects that are not allowed at school (no jello shots, no sex, drugs, or rock and roll…well maybe rock and roll is okay!)
· Include your own CREATIVITY!!!

You can earn an “A” by:

· Completing/including each of the above requirements in an above average manner.

· Having your final product turned in and ready to present on time.

· Working productively with your group through the planning and preparation process.
